Mr. Fulda explained that the Congress Street Bridge is nonfunctional. Mr. Flatto commented on the importance of the projects, in addition to the contracting process moving along. 
ii. 0050-0228: SRTS Sidewalk Project; McKinley Elementary School, Fairfield.
Mr. Fulda explained that the resolution provides additional funding for a Safe Routes to School project. 
iii. 0138-0253: Replace Noise Barrier Between Exits 32 and 33, Stratford.
Mr. Fulda explained the resolution is for replacing existing sound barriers. Mayor Hoydick commented on the positive impact of noise barriers.
